Nouns

A noun is a person, place, or thing

Some examples of a person are: sister, friend, Alex, Stephanie, you, me, dog
Examples of places are: house, beach, New York, playground, the store
Things (can be physical things or ideas): chair, pencil, thoughts, memories,
and knowledge.

Verbs

Verbs are action words! They are used to describe things that nouns do!
An example of a verb would be “run”. Run is a word to describe someone
or something who is moving faster than a walking speed.

Other examples of verbs include: sing, watch, play, sleep, study, walk, and
think.

Adjectives :

are words that modify nouns. They are often called “describing words”
because they give us further details about a noun, such as what it looks like
(the white horse), how many there are (the three boys) or which one it is

(the last house). Adjectives do not modify verbs or other adjectives




Most often, adjectives are easy to identify in a sentence because they fall
right before the nouns they modify.

The old clock hung upon the wall.

A white horse galloped across the lush, green grass.

Have you met our three handsome boys?

Ours is the last house on the street.

In these sentences, old, white, lush, green, three, handsome, and last are
all adjectives;

What is an adverb?

An adverb is a word that modifies (describes) a verb (he sings loudly), an
adjective (very tall), another adverb (ended too quickly), or even a whole
sentence (Fortunately, | had brought an umbrella). Adverbs often end in -ly,
but some (such as fast) look exactly the same as their adjective
counterparts.

Tom Longboat did not run badly.

Traditionally considered a single part of speech, adverbs perform a wide
variety of functions, making it difficult to treat them as a single, unified
category. However, spotting an adverb, especially one that ends in -ly is
easy. Adverbs normally help paint a fuller picture by describing how
something happens, such as

When? She always arrives early.

How? He drives carefully.

In what way? She eats slowly.




This function of providing more information about how something is done
is called the adverbial function, and it may be accomplished by using
adverbial clauses and adverbial phrases as well as by adverbs that stand
alone.

There are many rules for using adverbs, and these rules often depend upon
which type of adverb you are using. Remember these basics and using
adverbs to make sentences more meaningful will be easier for you.
Adverbs can always be used to modify verbs. Notice that the second of
these two sentences is much more interesting simply because it contains an
adverb:

The dog ran. (You can picture a dog running, but you don’t really know
much more about the scene.)

The dog ran excitedly. (You can picture a dog running, wagging its tail,
panting happily, and looking glad to see its owner. You can paint a much
more interesting picture in your head when you know how or why the dog
is running.)

Adverbs are often formed by adding the letters “-ly” to adjectives. This
makes it very easy to identify adverbs in sentences.

Types of Adverbs

Adverbs of Manner

An adverb of manner will explain how an action is carried out. Very often
adverbs of manner are adjectives with -ly added to the end, but this is

certainly not always the case. In fact, some adverbs of manner will have the




same spelling as the adjective form.

Some examples of adverbs of manner include:

Slowly

Rapidly

Clumsily

Badly

Sweetly

Warmly

Sadly

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The comparative and the superlative
Comparative adjectives

Comparative adjectives are used to compare differences between the two
objects they modify (larger, smaller, faster, higher). They are used in sentences
where two nouns are compared, in this pattern:

Noun (subject) + verb + comparative adjective + than + noun (object).

The second item of comparison can be omitted if it is clear from the context
(final example below).

Examples
« My house is larger than hers.
o This box is smaller than the one I lost.
e Your dog runs faster than Jim's dog.
o The rock flew higher than the roof.

Superlative adjectives

Superlative adjectives are used to describe an object which is at the upper or
lower limit of a quality (the tallest, the smallest, the fastest, the highest). They
are used in sentences where a subject is compared to a group of objects.

Noun (subject) + verb + the + superlative adjective + noun (object).

The group that is being compared with can be omitted if it is clear from the
context (final example below).

Examples
« My house is the largest one in our neighborhood.

e This is the smallest box I've ever seen.

« We all threw our rocks at the same time. My rock flew the highest. ("of
all the rocks" is understood)

Forming regular comparatives and superlatives

Forming comparatives and superlatives is easy. The form depends on the
number of syllables in the original adjective.

One syllable adjectives

Add -er for the comparative and -est for the superlative. If the adjective has a
consonant + single vowel + consonant spelling, the final consonant must be
doubled before adding the ending.

Two syllables

Adjectives with two syllables can form the comparative either by adding -er or
by preceeding the adjective with more. These adjectives form the superlative
either by adding -est or by preceeding the adjective with most. In many cases,
both forms are used, although one usage will be more common than the other.
If you are not sure whether a two-syllable adjective can take a comparative or



superlative ending, play it safe and use more and most instead. For adjectives
ending in y, change the y to an i before adding the ending.

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Definition of the simple past tense

The simple past tense, sometimes called the preterite, is used to talk about a
completed action in a time before now. The simple past is the basic form of
past tense in English. The time of the action can be in the recent past or the
distant past and action duration is not important.

Examples

John Cabot sailed to America in 1498.
My father died last year.

He lived in Fiji in 1976.

We crossed the Channel yesterday.

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Past continuous tense

Functions of the past continuous

The past continuous describes actions or events in a time before now, which began in the
past and were still going on when another event occurred.

It is used:

o Often, to describe the background in a story written in the past tense, e.g. "The
sun was shining and the birds were singing as the elephant came out of the jungle.
The other animals were relaxing in the shade of the trees, but the elephant moved
very quickly. She was looking for her baby, and she didn't notice the hunter who was
watching her through his binoculars. When the shot rang out, she was
running towards the river..."

« to describe an unfinished action that was interrupted by another event or action, e.g.
"I was having a beautiful dream when the alarm clock rang."

o toexpress a change of mind: e.g. "l was going to spend the day at the beach but I've
decided to get my homework done instead."

« with 'wonder', to make a very polite request: e.g. "I was wondering if you could
baby-sit for me tonight."

Examples

They were waiting for the bus when the accident happened.
Caroline was skiing when she broke her leg.

When we arrived he was having a bath.

When the fire started | was watching television.

Note: with verbs not normally used in the continuous form, the simple past is used.

Forming the past continuous

The past continuous of any verb is composed of two parts : the past tense of the verb "to be"
(was/were), and the base of the main verb +ing.
